Submission in the subject of regular invitation of representatives from the international reformed partner churches to the Synod meetings of the Reformed Church in Hungary.
The Foreign Affairs and Ecumenical Committee of the Synod, under its resolution made on the meeting held on 4th May 2011, submitted the proposal on regular invitations of representatives from the international reformed partner churches to the Synod meetings..
Worldwide, the reformed churches are generally maintaining the tradition expressing their togetherness, through inviting representatives from foreign partner churches for every Synod meetings rightfully. The RCH gets around a dozen of invitation from all over the world every year, from America to Europe and from South-Africa to South-Korea.

The preparatory regional meeting (1st February 2008) of the WCRC Constituting Assembly of the European Member Churches of the World Communion of Reformed Churches  in 2010 accepted a statement on the reformed interpretation of church community (communion) with the following words: “Our understanding of ’communion’ includes our common acceptance of each other as churches, the exchange of pulpit, the sharing of table fellowship, the mutual recognition of ministry, the responsibility for each other and the common longing for Christian unity.” The statement puts the emphasis especially on the practical interpretation of the reformed community, the retrospective tradition in long term history, that the Churches which belong to the same Reformed family shall invite each other to their Synods. (e.g. Dordrechti Synod, 1618).
The participation in the Synods allows for insight of the actual church and social issues, which are on the agenda of the certain church and broadens the enriching opinion and vision of faith of the partner churches.

The Foreign Affairs and Ecumenical Committee of the Synod due to the above, suggests the Synod’s to consider the adoption of this practice within the Hungarian Reformed Church.

Synod Resolution
In the subject of regular invitation of representatives from the foreign reformed partner churches to the Synod meetings of the Reformed Church.

  

As the mode of signification of the community with the reformed partner churches worldwide, the Synod authorizes the Presidency of the Synod in order to invite representatives from the partner churches to the RCH Synod Meetings with advisory rights.
